¥pecause it is written, “YOU SHALL BE HOLY, FOR | AM
HOLY.”

If you address as Father the One who impartially
judges according to each one’s work, conduct
yourselves in fear during the time of your stay on
earth;

"pbut if we walk in the Light as He Himself is in the
Light, we have fellowship with one another, and the
blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us from all sin.
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While God is holy and light, He is also love. We see
His love most clearly through Jesus’ coming to earth
to shed His blood to forgive our sins.

And after it was sold,
was it not under your control? Why is it that you
have conceived this deed in your heart? You have
not lied to men but to God." °And as he heard these
words, Ananias fell down and breathed his last; and
great fear came over all who heard of it. °The young
men got up and covered him up, and after carrying
him out, they buried him. ‘Now there elapsed an
interval of about three hours, and his wife came in,
not knowing what had happened. ®And Peter re-
sponded to her, "Tell me whether you sold the land
for such and such a price?" And she said, "Yes, that
was the price." °Then Peter said to her, "Why is it
that you have agreed together to put the Spirit of the
Lord to the test? Behold, the feet of those who have
buried your husband are at the door, and they will
carry you out as well." *°’And immediately she fell at
his feet and breathed her last, and the young men
came in and found her dead, and they carried her
out and buried her beside her husband. **And great
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fear came over the whole church, and over all who
heard of these things.
