He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn
of all creation.

1 Timothy 1:17

Now to the King eternal, immortal, invisible, the
only God, be honor and glory forever and ever.
Amen.

Hebrews 11:27

By faith he left Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the
king; for he endured, as seeing Him who is
unseen.
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Because God is invisible, we can be tempted to
believe He does not exist. Or if we believe He does
exist, we may use our life experiences, religion, or
family relationships to “make up” what we think He is
like.

God wants us to know Him, and He has made it
possible for us to think of Him the right way.

God reveals Himself in Creation

The sun, moon, and stars tell us about a great God.
Though they “talk” in a language that cannot be
heard, everybody in every country should be able to
understand what they are saying.

Psalm 19:1-3

The heavens are telling of the
glory of God; and their expanse
is declaring the work of His
hands.

What does creation teach us?
The Bible says that we should be able to
ed know that there is a God who is powerful.

Romans 1:20

For since the creation of the world His invisible
attributes, His eternal power and divine nature, have
been clearly seen, being understood through what
has been made, so that they [all men] are without
excuse.

God says that anyone who claims he does not know
about God does not have a good excuse.

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Because God is invisible, we must respond to God in
faith.
